DIRECTORY INFORMATION

     The School District of Independence, pursuant to the US General Education Provisions Act and the Wisconsin Pupil Records Law, declares the following as “directory information” as provided in said act and law, and information relating to students may be made public if said information is in any of the following categories:



Student’s name



Student’s grade level



Participation in officially recognized activities and sports



Weight and height of members of athletic teams



Dates of attendance



Honors and awards received

A public notice is required by law before such information described above can be placed in yearbooks, student directories, or otherwise inspected or copied for non-school use.  Any parent of any student in this District or any adult student may notify the District by contacting the Principal of the elementary school or the high school, whichever is the school of attendance, if a parent or the adult student desires that none of the above information be released without the parent’s or the adult student’s consent, provided that such notification is given the District within thirty (30) days of publication notice.

This notice shall be published annually in the District Newsletter or having none, in the official newspaper of the District.
