







POLICY   EEA 751 part 1 
STUDENT TRANSPORTATION SERVICES

     Students living outside the corporate limits of the City of Independence will be transported at school expense. In addition, designated pick-up and drop off sites within the city of Independence will be established on an annual basis by the school administration.

     Transportation privileges may be suspended or revoked for students who fail to abide by the rules as set forth by the bus driver.  A set of rules of conduct is issued each student who rides the bus and must be signed by student and parent.  Although the district provides bus transportation under contract with bus operators, it assumes no legal obligations for accidents or injuries which may occur while on the buses or getting on or off the buses.

Away Athletic Events - Student Buses
     Chaperones are responsible for the conduct of the students on the bus.

     Students shall have riding privileges revoked by the school principal, or other disciplinary action may be taken for violation of the district’s school bus rules and regulations as reported by the bus driver.  The principal has the authority, after conference with the parent, to continue the revocation or allow the student to again ride on the bus.  Following the second offense within a school year, the superintendent or his designee, in concurrence with the principal, will have the authority to continue the revocation or to reinstate the student to ride on the bus.  The Board will be informed of all students whose privileges have been revoked.
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
