SECTION II:  Eligibility
1. Pursuing any field of study offered by an accredited two-year technical college or four-year college/university;

3. Acceptance to an accredited two-year technical college or four-year college/university;

4. Enrolled as Independence High School student of not less than grades 12.

SECTION III:  Requirements for Application
1. Complete the application in its entirety and submit to Independence High School Office of Student Services no later than March 1st of the students’ senior year.  No exceptions!

2. Section I may be completed in pen, printed;

3. Responses to Section VI items must be typed and two (2) copies attached to this application.  Do not include your name on these copies;

4. Attach a copy of your high school transcript to this application.

SECTION IV:  Selection Procedure
1. The Independence High School Office of Student Services will screen initial applications for eligibility;

2. Scholarship provider will make final selection and inform recipient.  Selection will be blind – no names will be known until after recipient selection has been made;

3. Preference will be given to student who has not received significant scholarship recognition.

SECTION V:  Award 
1. Award of $500 non-renewable scholarship will be made following successful completion of first semester of post-secondary program.  Proof of successful completion (copy of grades) must be sent to Mike Lyga, 429 North Winnebago St, De Pere, WI 54115.  You may also contact Mike at 920-336-0827.
2. Award money will be forwarded directly to the student but the check will be written to the post-secondary institution AND applicant.
